JG: there is testing APEL instance which can be accessed with SSM. Testing of semantics is needed.
Update from EGI-PRACE meeting
Accounting

JG: Accounting in EGI is done by VO. We expect that PRACE will publish only subset of accounting data relevant for VO and publish it to EGI APEL in a similar way as OSG. PRACE does not need to install APEL, using client SSM is sufficient.
IS: Same principle can be used for preproduction MAPPER site?

JG: Yes.

JG: MAPPER could have separate accounting database and publish summaries to EGI APEL. Problem is if a site running QCG has other CEs (e.g. CREAM-CE). In that case it would be better to use APEL parser.
TP: Is it possible to define from which middleware accounting came?

JG: Not at the moment, it is being discussed as part of new usage record. CE information is there.
TP: QCG accounting solution will send information for each job.
