Middleware releases and staged rollout

Update on EMI release activities 
Cristina Aiftimiei (EMI) reported about the EMI release activities.
EMI started the ‘support and maintenance  period’ for EMI-2. It is already scheduled the first EMI update (2.1).
For EMI-1 currently the activities are for the standard update period, bug fixes and no new features. Minor updates only for EMI-2, revision updates for both EMI-1 and EMI-2. 

Minor updates
Product teams were still working on new features in May, but they were not ready for EMI 2.0, so they will be included in the first EMI2 update.

Revision updates (Both EMI1 and EMI2)
· BDII Top v1.0.2

· BLAH v1.16.6/1.18.1

· EMI UI v 2.0.0-2 EMI 2

DPM has the same features than in emi-1.
WMS v3.4 (EMI-2) is planned for the second EMI-2 update, beginning of August.

P.Solagna: There was an EMI-1 update planned for mid-June, was that released?

C.Aiftimiei: EMI-1 update 16 was skipped because there were no PTs ready for the release. 
T.Ferrari: is there any update for the Hydra/Hydra clients?

C.Aiftimiei: latest news last week is that hydra and other security components were discussed at high level and they became the higher EMI priority, but from the product team itself there are no news.

Staged Rollout update

In the agenda there is a link to the SR dashboard with the status of all products. 
Products are under verification now, soon will start SR.

Most of the products in SL5 will support update and reconfiguration (it is explicitly tested in verification).

Most of the high priority services are already in staged rollout or verification, the overall activities are on time. The two missing products are LFC for SL6, and (for SL5 it’s exactly the same than in EMI-1) and dCache (They will start this week).
BDII-Site/Top, DPM, LFC in SL5 will not undergo SR because they are exactly the same version as distributed in Emi-1 and already released in UMD (they’re tested in SL6).

Two new fixed repository, containing the software under SR (testing) and under verification (untested). The objective is to release the configuration for these repositories together with the base and update repositories (disabled by default). This is similar to the EPEL testing repository. Hoping that this will increment the number of sites testing the services, even if they’re not EAs. 

As a technology provider releases a new version of software they will be fetched and included in the testing repository, once they are tested they will be moved to the production repositories.

For the UMD production components the repositories will not change.
T.Ferrari: is there any improvement in the top-bdii on SL6? (performance improvement)
M.David: LIP did the SR for Top-BDII but no performance tests have been done.
C.Aiftimiei: BDII did not provide any change from EMI1 to EMI2 except the porting to SL6, therefore improvement can derive only from OS updates (new libraries available in SL6).
T.Ferrari: Previous EMI releases of Top-BDII caused problems to OSG (synchronization process overloaded the OSG services).

C.Aiftimiei: The patch for this bug is under certification and it will be released in the update-1 (July 12th),  released both in emi-1 and emi-2
