Changes in the products
50 products ready. Usually EMI major releases are snapshots in time one year apart, so it was released what was ready at the moment. 

· 28 products reporting major changes (not all backward compatible)

· All the products have an upgrade path 

· ARC incompatibilities, CE clients and gridftp and information system. All these products have upgrade path from emi-2 as well

· CANL: still not included in CREAM, but cream will be using trustmanager

· dCache 

· UI and WN are declared as major as the clients packaged in the clients have declared major changes (ARC clients, gridsite and unicore).

· L&B tested for upgrade, changes in the DB but there is a conversion script

· STS new product

· VOMS: new version of java API and client, the version 2 is still available. VOMS removes support for YAIM. Does not require tomcat, but a standalone service. The ports changed, port forwarding possible, but it would be better to use the correct endpoint.
· WMS: major release, not yet fixing the ARC issue

· P.Solagna: UMD will try to release the newer condor version in UMD

· 4 revision

· 8 repackaged 

ARGUS, CREAM and the related products, expected by the end of the month, currently doing deployment in the testbed: on Thursday 28th March.

Next two updates

EMI-2: Hydra is ready, clients and server. Hydra will make also for the April update in EMI-3 (but only repackage), DPM minor release

EMI-3: Slurm support: accounting an batch system support in April 2013, DPM (aligned with emi-2) minor release
A.usai: Yaim support after the end of EMI

C.Aiftimiei: no there are no use, INFN currently supporting yaim core will likely not support it longer after the end of EMI. Some product teams are migrating away from YAIM, e.g. VOMS. Of course after the end of EMI yaim core will be still there, but not developed. Cristina will provide, before the end of EMI, the YAIM core code in a github or similar repositories.
