	1. SCAPE project preservation tools

· check if they provide a service or a tool, possibly through PSNC who is partner

2. iRods storage

· iRods is a rule based grid software, you can establish micro rules on the running machine to perform certain services
· RA can check feasibility
· Will be merged into Scenario 5 (EUDAT services)
3. SCIDIP-ES preservation services

4. Preserving a 3D visualisation

· 3D visualisations can be a testbed to be used in conjunction with other experiments
· will be removed as scenario
5. EUDAT data services

· B2STORE and B2SAFE services

· EUDAT uses iRODS so this can be merged with iRODS storage

6. Re-do experiment on Scenarios 1.1 and 1.4

· continue with experimenting with the eCSG, which can be used in various scenarios as a common (mobile) access tool
· need to agree on a common metadata structure and schema (by Roberto) - to be considered for the roadmap
