Keeping two separate releases is preferable in order to keep stable a release candidate once it has been tested for installation.

The RHEL/CentOS/SL update from version 6.4 to 6.5 caused problems for the globus gatekeeper:

The problem was caused by updating openssl from version 1.0.0 to version 1.0.1. 

One globus package (globus-gssapi-gsi) was identified as behaving differently when compiled against openssl 1.0.0 and 1.0.1. (It is the only one that has a requires on libcrypto.so.10(OPENSSL_1.0.1)(64bit) when compiled against openssl 1.0.1) 

Using a recompiled globus-gssapi-gsi package makes the globus-gatekeeper work again.
