· Globus – Mattias

· Globus Toolkit version 6.0 in alpha2 phase
· Few issues reported, mainly to backport some features (like IPv6 logging) – addressed and now available in EPEL-testing
· Important - The Grid Packaging Tools (GPT) will be dropped in favour of standard autotools
· If there are products depending on GPT should move to pkg-config, if not already done
Other topics:

· Joao – there was an issue reported with VOMS from EPEL
· Mattias – the issue that he knew about was solved, was regading a wrong library used and VOMS server
· Cristina/Joao – to look for  the exact GGUS references and contact 
· Mattias – xrootd v. 4, backward-incompatible
· In preparation for EPEL 7 for the moment

· No intention to release in EPEL5 & 6 for the moment, but has to be discussed with the develoeprs of xrootd to understand for how long the xrootd v.3 will be maintained

· Will send a detailed e-mail to the URT maling list as soon as more info will come up from the xrootd developers.
