· Now trying to elaborate the use cases and allocate experts from the CC to the different tasks

· EPOS H2020 project kick-off meeting will be on 5th of October

· No community events foreseen yet.

· Questionnaire was published in mid-august, results by end of September

· Establishing a WG is ongoing (reminder needs to be sent)

· Deployment of Bavarian dialect dataset on EGI with gLibrary has started

· Deployment of a DARIAH VO recently done, setup of WS-PGRADE and gLibary with per-user subproxy solution ongoing

· Recently a conference talk in Japan, 2 presentations submitted to EGI community forum

· Training activity in the CC will start later

· Emanouil Atanassov (NGI BG):

· New resource has been deployed and configured

· Started EU study group for industry - goal is to join mathematic users with industry

· New case: Optimisation of transport systems with a private company

· New case: Collaboration with a medium-size enterprise on optimisation of databases (real-time in memory analytics DB system)
· Already in contact with Sy about registering these cases for EGI

· Had f2f CC meeting last week. Minutes will be available soon on the agenda page

· ELIXIR CC officially started recently. Teleconference kick-off meeting to be organised.

· Priority for the first period: Identifying the use cases the CC will work on. 

· Kostas Koumantaros (NGI GR):

· Migrated to our HPC system (in TOP500). Preparing a training for this - expect to absorb ex-grid users. The training is about MPI.
