[bookmark: _Toc296700887]Agenda Item 2 – Feedback on Marketplace v2.0
Feedback from TWG members on new Training Marketplace website.  STFC’s work since taking on the website was briefly reiterated and functionalities of v2.0 were highlighted.  Members of the TWG were encouraged to promote the website amongst their communities and to urge staff to start to populate the database (and thus the Marketplace) with details of future training events, with training capabilities offered from their NGI or local team – only in this way will the site start to become genuinely useful to the EGI community at large.  RM informed all that STFC were now using RT to capture Training Marketplace requirements and change requests, thus this will be the normal route for anyone inputting suggestions or new requirements.  EA of TUBITAK had a number of immediate points of feedback which he agreed to forward for consideration. RM requested that in this instance, all suggestions, requirements and initial feedback be forwarded to him by e-mail.
[bookmark: _Toc296700888]Agenda Item 3 – Feedback on Workplan
Feedback on plans for further development of the Training Marketplace.  STFC’s workplan for the period May-Sep 2011 had been provided to the TWG for review (available on the meeting agenda page).  CD of STFC provided a verbal summary of the workplan, highlighting the effort going into production of a gadget that will enable the functionalities of the ‘marketplace’ to be configurable to individual NGI needs; the intention is for this gadget to be available in time for the Technical Forum in September 2011.  The TWG accepted STFC’s workplan without comment.
[bookmark: _Toc296700889]Agenda Item 4 – Promote Website
TWG activities to promote website and seek out contributions to new training events.  TWG members accepted that the Training Market place needed to have more content added to it for the site to become genuinely attractive to users.  All agreed to promote the use of the site within their communities.  SB advised that the UCST roadshows, which will start in the near future, would also play a big role in promoting the site and in encouraging the widespread take-up of the facilities presented by the Training Marketplace.

· Demonstrations of:  EGI Services for users - Training Marketplace, Apps DB gadget, VO services, RT (Reqts submission), Certification Authority, EGI website.
· Optional: hands-on or demonstration of the Grid Infrastructure services
