Topic 1: SHIWA project
EGI Community Forum: 
· We should have a workflow workshop: contributions (talks) from several providers and users + discussion (Similar to the workshop we will have in February)
· Will depend on the contributions we receive through the submissions system

· ACTION: Richard to update webpage and blog post about February workshop: Say explicitly that it is the first of a series of workshops by EGI on this topic. (The next one will be in Munich)
Website: 
· SHIWA online tutorials can go into EGI Training Marketplace after the marketplace has the “online training” category

Workflow repository:

· The new look will feature preview of applications, collect implementations of the same workflow, etc

· ACTION: SHIWA to inform Gergely when this is ready as it can be followed as a presentation format by the EGI AppDB too
Joint workshops (February):

· Promotion text about the workshop in the EGI blog need to be finalised (see action above)

AppDB:

· No “back” button in AppDB. Could we have one?
Topic 2: SCI-BUS project:
· 12 gateways will be setup by the end of the first year
· Based on the Liferay framework with P-GRADE Portal portlets in it
· Create a Liferay portlet repository
· Use/extension of the Liferay community repository for this purpose will be evaluated http://www.liferay.com/downloads/liferay-portal/community-plugins 
· Possibility to offer this as a service for NGIs through an MoU with EGI.eu
· SCI-BUS would like to support NGIs to have their national science gateway to support new EGI users with it. Science discipline specific gateways can be generated, created from these (e.g. a seismology gateway in Turkey, an ecology gateway in the Netherlands, etc)
· Topic for collaboration with EGI: Service by SCI-BUS for EGI-NGIs. 
· Slide 11 shows the topics for collaborations with EGI
· This can be the basis of an MoU

· Goal is to prepare an EGI MoU before the Community Forum, sign it in Munich
· SCI-BUS website will be improved in the near future. A user forum (online discussion forum) will be included in it (similar to the one in the SHIWA website)
· IWSG-Life workshop:
· Jointly organised with EGI.eu

· ACTION: Richard to promote this to the EGI community after promoting the workflow workshop

· Benefits of the SCI-BUS project for Europe:

· Works with multiple technologies, open in the technological sense
· Includes a large number of communities (11) and is open for additional ones

· Has gateway partners from industry
